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Items to bring for our Ilam Hall residential: 
 

• Packed lunch for Day 1 

• Socks and underwear 

• T-shirts 

• Warm tops/fleece 

• Long walking trousers/jogging bottoms (no jeans or shorts for walking) 

• Walking boots or sturdy trainers 

• Trainers to wear around the hostel (no bare feet or socks) 

• Sleepwear (rooms are warm!) 

• Waterproof jacket/cagoule (must fit in rucksack)  

• Watch 

• Backpack to hold enough for day’s walk 

• Small lunchbox and two water bottles 

• Sun cream 

• Sunhat/cap 

• Towel and wash bag to include: 
- Soap or shower gel 

- Shampoo 

- Toothbrush and toothpaste 

- Deodorant 

- Hairbrush
